Marvel at the splendour of the
historic Maguire stronghold of Enniskillen Castle, visit Devenish Island

steeped in history with its 12 century round tower and Augustinian Priory,
admire the fabulous lakeside location of the Lough Erne Golf Resort or moor

up at Boatyard Distillery and join the fascinating distillery tour to find out

how this local tipple is enjoyed and it’s journey from Fermanagh to store
shelves across the world!

As well as all this, Barry from Erne Water Taxi will regale you with enchanting
stories about the islands you cruise by and the elusive wildlife which dawn
these magical shores.

This casual but informative
walk will delight you with substantial and memorable culinary experiences as
you stop by the oldest pub in Enniskillen, savour fine dining restaurants and
be enticed by the smell of fresh sour dough bread in a hidden bakery to
name but a few.

Get on Board taster sessions (canoeing, boat hire, paddle boarding) all availa-
ble in the Activity Hub in the centre of Enniskillen. Other offerings include
Corralea Activity Centre where you can try water trampolines, caving and
canoe/SUP hire.

Make your way to the Share Discovery Village where you will check in to

your on site self catering cottage. Drop off your bags before delving into the
extensive outdoor activities available right on your door step! Get the
adrenaline pumping onboard ‘Big Mable’, experience the high speed bana-
na boat or jump in at the deep end as you hurtle round the Wibit Water
Park. Alternatively you can take you evening at more relaxed pace and
choose to canoe, kayak or stand up paddle board on the lake.

Finish off your evening star gazing by the lake before retreating to your cosy
cottage for the evening.

DAY 2 - AM

Start your morning on a high as you experience the world renowned
’Stairway to Heaven’. The Cuilcagh Boardwalk is a favourite on many bucket

lists across Ireland but is no walk in the park! Challenge yourself to this
12km round trip, including 2km of unique Boardwalk floating over a blanket
of sensitive bog. Marvel at the breath taking views all the way to the top as
untouched landscape stretches on for an eternity! Your final ascent via a
steep section of steps is not for the faint hearted but worth every step
when you finally reach the viewing platform. The 360° views are out of this
world and enjoyed even more knowing it is all down hill from here! Remem-
ber - Cuilcagh is part of the Marble Arch Global Geopark. If you bring snacks

for your journey remember to adhere to the ‘Leave No Trace’ policy and
bring your litter home!

tre, a two minute drive from the Cuilcagh car park. Refuel in Lilly-Anne’s
Tearoom with a hot cuppa and delicious scone before heading deep under
ground to explore the fascinating natural underworld of rivers, winding pas-
sages and lofty chambers.
