merous overseas publications and view this ancient graveyard on the
banks of lower Lough Erne.

Devenish Island

Step back in time on this remote island steeped in history. Experience the
peace of the sixth century Monestry. Like your time on Lough Erne it
seems far removed from the pace of the everyday modern world.

The figures of saints and scholars include Saint Patrick,
Brigid, Columcille and Molaise. The garden is open to the public, free of charge and
is truly a hidden gem, well worth a visit.’
